There is a special quality to the compositions of these musicians. Together they create a sound
that is heard nowhere else. Yet this sound holds bits and pieces - easily recognizable to those who have
experienced them - of the musical heritage of many cultures of the world.

Each member has studied internationally, many have advanced degrees in music, and all are
superb musicians and performers. If you have a college in your community, check with the music
department about a special non-western music workshop. (Member Matthew Montfort's book, "Rhythms
of Africa, Bali and India" is a classic text, for instance.)

Or charm and educate your local schoolchildren with special mini-performances about other
peoples' cultures and music.

There is only one Ancient Future. No other group has the philosophy, the training, the diversity
or the expertise - to say nothing of the musicianship needed to create true world fusion music.
